BP Oil Spill…A Silver Lining?  Wondering what you can do in response to the oil spill in the 
Gulf? Here are some suggestions adapted from GreenAmerica.org. One is to find a new way 
to use less fossil fuel every week. Take public transportation, ride a bike, walk, or carpool 
instead of one weekly solo car trip. If every American who currently drives to work alone were 
to carpool with just one other person, together we would reduce our country's oil consumption 
by 15 billion gallons per year and reduce carbon emissions by almost 300 million tons. Off-
shore oil drilling generates about 730 million gallons of oil per year. So if each American took 
this simple step – one less car trip per week – we would eliminate the need for offshore oil 
drilling. While you're at it, sign the UUCF Positive Spinners form on our Social Justice table, 
and pledge to use clean or alternative transportation to get to church at least once a month. 
Finally, tell your elected officials, including President Obama, that you support clean en-
ergy and independence from fossil fuels. If ever there were a time to break our addiction to 
dirty sources of energy, this is it. May this environmental disaster serve as a turning point for 
our country and, indeed, the world.

Dear UUCF Members and Friends, 
 
At this very moment our Out of the Stars Evolution Summer Camp is in full swing all 
over our church campus. This year we have a RECORD 52 campers!!! We have 
never had a camp this huge before!  
 
This year we: 
• Added a new high school camp 
• Split the 5th/6th grade group into two because there were SO many youth 
• Invited an evolutionary biologist/primatologist as a guest speaker 
• Needed to replace our worn out water slides and pools 
• Needed to have 2 paid staff in each class because of the significant increase in 
class sizes 
• Had a record number of staff who have grown up, graduated from our RE pro-
gram and are now returning as counselors 
• Exploded a watermelon to the delight and cheers of kids and adults alike :-) 
• Welcomed several new families from the community, namely CSUF professor/
parents, because they've finally found a church that acts on its value and love of sci-
ence and our connected universe 
• Cut costs by using new and existing staff in creative ways that saves money 
while tapping into the best of their gifts and temperaments 
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• Moved closer to a program church model by hiring Co-camp directors, Jennifer 
Kranzke and Matt Russell, who can focus entirely on a successful camp while 
the RE program continues with focus and attention 

 
We were able to do all of this with your support. In the beginning years of camp the 
financial support for camp came from an initial grant to write a new curriculum and 
families who were able to pay the full tuition. As we all have seen, however, the 
economy has taken its toll and now the majority of our families are in need of 
scholarship assistance for summer camp. While we ultimately had to close camp 
registration due to the extremely large group sizes and limited space, we remained 
committed to finding a way to fund every camper who registered. Future options 
may possibly include offering a second week of camp.  
 
This can only happen with the on-going support of our congregation both in dona-
tions to the scholarship fund and, new for this coming fiscal year, a request that 
our UU Summer Chalice Camp now become a line item in the church budget. Any-
one who peeks inside the sanctuary during the camp worship and sees 52 camp-
ers and 16 exuberant staff can understand the treasure of outreach and service 
our summer camp offers to our community. With every successful camp, we attract 
more and more families from the community.  
 
If we are to invest our canvass funds and our commitment to service anywhere, I 
strongly believe it is through thoughtful, safe, engaging and committed program-
ming for our children and youth. As I write this, our campus is over-run by smiles, 
laughter, songs, games, questions, and a whole lot of fun outreach going on that 
you have made possible. In fact, just now, as I checked to see if there were any 
morethoughts our staff wanted to include in this camp report, Princess Lilly  
Mullooly With The Magical Smile skipped past laughing, “It’s just so hard NOT to 
have fun here”!!  For those of you who have donated to this year's camp—Thank 
you from the bottom of our hearts!!

Friedman continues to talk about the culpability of both political parties 
for the Gulf oil disaster and says:  “As Pogo would say, we have met the 
enemy and he is us.” 
 And we in this congregation know that. For the last decade, we have been working 
on the process of transforming the way we live.  We built a green building.  We have offered 
people  opportunities to study ways to simplify their lives and have a smaller carbon foot-
print.
